Nina was asked to get Pat’s clarification & so it is timely follow-up.
We will follow Pat’s direction in developing a 1-page document that she can take for inclusion in the current stimulus package as well as a document she can get to the House Transportation Committee in Oberstar’s office for inclusion into the reauthorization projects.  Pat also recommended Hildebrand & Feinberg should visit Boxer/Feinberg’s LA offices with press kits i.e. current/updated info on the SCRTTC – Bob’s working to make that happen.

I was asked to get clarity/opinion from Pat Jordan on a few points discussed at our 10-28 EWD Committee - below is a summary of specific direction & timelines that Pat Jordan has provided that I thought would be helpful to update the EWD Committee members.

 

- Recommendation to pursue pilot project or established program funding.  Likely that there will not be funds budgeted for 'Research' in the reauthorization.  Last go around Research was over budget & cuts were made.  We'd be running a high risk of being cut in that category. Successful development & delivery of transit training, as a result of the SCRTTC 'Research' funds, should enable the SCRTTC to graduate into established program funding.  

 

- Timeframe for both submissions to the stimulus package and reauthorization is upon us now.  Stimulus package is being composed now & hearings this week reflect inclusion of any job creation &/or training would be viewed favorably with decisions made prior to the end of the year.  House Transportation Committee Chair Oberstar is asking for outlines for reauthorization bill, project & issues by November.  Submission now would ensure critical feedback & a better potential for SCRTTC incorporation into the bill by April '09 which is timeline set by Oberstar for reauthorization to be completed.

 

- Suggested we have committee members take current and updated info in the press kits sent out to both Boxer & Feinstein's local offices as initial outreach of success of SCRTTC's training development & delivery activities.  We need to do more outreach and continue to tell our story of success.  I spoke with Bob Hildebrand today & he's contacting David Feinberg to go to the Senators LA offices together with the new press kits.

 

-  Pat's requested a 1-2 page fact sheet be composed to outline SCRTTC's success story.  She provided guidelines of content & timeline requirements. Dave Stumpo and I are working to get her a draft early next week gearing for a final edit that she can take into meetings by week of 11/10.  She will be contacting David Kim & Mike Kushner to accompany her in D.C.  A SCRTTC PPt. to compliment the fact sheet would also be helpful for these meetings.

 

- Once finalized, the fact sheet can go out to all SCRTTC EWD Committee members to take to their Congressional reps. as well.
